The idea of using a printing
press for this material first
appeared in Germany around
1600, such as the “Collection of
all distinguished and memorable
news” [Relation aller
Fuememmen und
gedenckwilirdigen Historien] in
Strasbourg (1605) and others.
After 1600 the national
goverments in France and
England began printing official
newsletters, for example the
weekly magazine “A current of
General News” in 1622 in
England.

success and made its
profits through
advertising.
